REGULATION on Communicable Diseases Number 2.10.1

Students

Students with identified chronic communicable diseases may attend college whenever,
through reasonable accommodation, the risk of transmission of the disease and/or the risk
of further injury to the student is sufficiently remote in such setting so as to be
outweighed by the detrimental effects resulting from the student's exclusion from college.
Placement decisions will be made by using this standard in conjunction with current,
available public health department guidelines concerning the particular disease in
guestion. Individual cases will not be prejudged; rather, decisions will be made based
upon the facts of the particular case. The determination of whether a student with a
chronic communicable disease may attend college shall be made in accordance with
procedures implemented by the College.

Employees

Employees with identified chronic communicable diseases shall be permitted to retain
their positions whenever, through reasonable accommodation of the employee's physical
condition and without undue hardship to the employer, there is no reasonable risk of
transmission of the disease to others. Such employees shall remain subject to the Board's
employment policies, including, but not limited to the current collective bargaining
agreement in effect, sick leave, physical examinations, temporary and permanent
disability and termination.

Right to Privacy

The College shall respect the right to privacy of any student/employee who has a chronic
communicable disease. The student's’employee's medical condition shall be disclosed
only to the extent necessary to minimize the health risks to the student/employee and
others. The number of personnel aware of the student's’'employee's condition will be kept
at the minimum needed to assure proper care of the student/employee and to detect
situations in which the potentia for transmission of the disease may increase. Persons
deemed to have "a direct need to know" will be provided with the appropriate
information; however, these persons shall not further disclose such information.
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
